Minor Use Permit #12-7-1, (ED #12-14), Hartill Heavy Haul, Inc. – Proposed Categorical Exemption and Minor Use Permit for the placement of a temporary office trailer, on property zoned E-A (Exclusive Agriculture), located at 7021 Bailey Road approximately 2-miles east of the intersection of Bailey Road and Old Highway 99 West, identified as APN 019-130-027.
B. Use Permit #14-1-1, (ED #14-1), Vintage Production, Well:  Strain Trust 11-2 - Proposed Mitigated Negative Declaration for a Use Permit for a natural gas production well on property zoned Exclusive Agriculture (E-A), located approximately 1.45-miles south of the intersection of Lodi Road and Tule Road and approximately 1.25-miles east of the Colusa Basin Drain, (Section 11, Township 13N, Range 1W, MDB&M); identified as APN 022-110-025.

C. Use Permit #14-1-2, (ED #14-2), Vintage Production, Well:  Strain 35-3 - Proposed Mitigated Negative Declaration for a Use Permit for a natural gas production well on property zoned Exclusive Agriculture (E-A),  located approximately 1800-feet north of the intersection of Lodi Road and Tule Road and approximately 2.75-miles east of the Colusa Basin Drain, (Section 35, Township 14N, Range 1W, MDB&M); identified as APN 019-140-009.

D. Use Permit #14-1-3, (ED #14-3), Vintage Production, Well:  Balsdon 1-23 - Proposed Mitigated Negative Declaration for a Use Permit for a natural gas production well on property zoned Exclusive Agriculture (E-A),  located on the south side of Grimes-Arbuckle Road approximately 1-mile west of the intersection of Dry Slough Road and Grimes Arbuckle Road, (Section 22, Township 14N, Range 1W, MDB&M); identified as APN 019-100-025.
E. Use Permit #13-10-1, (ED #13-33), John Lambirth - Proposed Mitigated Negative Declaration for a Use Permit to utilize 4.5-acres of property for a soil amendment processing facility, on property zoned Exclusive Agriculture (E-A) located on the east side of Wilson Road approximately 800-feet north of the intersection of Wilson Avenue and State Route 20 in an unincorporated area of the community of Colusa; identified as APN 015-340-052.
